Artist Coordinator—WestAmerica Bank and Penn Valley Library
 
            The Art Coordinator for the bank and library schedules bi-monthly exhibits in these locations: Jan-Feb, Mar-Apr, May-June, July-Aug, Sept.-Oct., and Nov.-
Dec.   The bank exhibit requires one or two artists and work can be priced.  The library requires 2 pieces of art with no pricing to show.
 
            Each artist must wait one year before being featured again.  A signed waiver must be executed by each artist who displays at the bank (forms available from bank manager).  Artists are responsible for hanging their own artwork or photography, however, the Artist Coordinator should supervise to be sure the exhibit looks attractive.
 
            Blank title cards are available from the Exhibitions Committee chairperson.  Artists are responsible for filling out their own title cards: name, phone number, title of artwork/photography, media and price or NFS.  The Library does NOT allow prices on the title cards.
 
            It is advisable to schedule all artists at least three months in advance of the exhibition which hangs the first Tuesday of every other month.  Also, the Artist Coordinator should remind artists/photographers a few weeks before they are scheduled to show and a week before the exhibition comes down.
 
            The Art Club does not jury artwork hung by members, however, it is important to be sure that the art/photography is appropriate for family viewing and should not be politically controversial.  It is advisable that the Art Coordinator see the work before it is hung.
 
            The Art Club encourages artists/photographers to sell their work and the Club collects a 15% commission on all sales from Club venues.
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
