Job Description
Artist Coordinator - Clubhouse
 
            The Art Coordinator schedules the monthly Featured Artist exhibition and displays in the alcove next to the meeting room in the Clubhouse.  The Art Coordinator also schedules quarterly “themed” shows in the Pineroom (restaurant) gallery.  

The Pine Room exhibition requires large paintings/photographs for the dining room and sun room.  The exhibit dates are March through May, June through August, September through November, and December through February.

The Featured Artist exhibit features one artist and hangs on two “featured artist” walls for one month.

The Alcove exhibit in the hall accommodates art, sculpture or artistic displays for one month.
 
            Artists must submit their name, phone number, title, media, and price or NFS to the Exhibitions Committee chairperson one week before the hanging.  All artwork must be framed attractively and have a wire hanger with the ends wrapped for safety.  Gallery wrapped canvas is permitted.
 
            It is advisable to schedule all artists at least three months in advance of the exhibition which hangs the first Tuesday of every month, except January.  Try to give opportunities to new members to hang within the first year of joining the Club.  Remind artists a few weeks before they are scheduled to show and a week before the exhibition comes down.  Preferably each artist must wait at least one year before being featured again
 
            The Art Club does not jury artwork exhibited by members, however, it is important to be sure that the work is appropriate for family viewing and avoids political controversy.
 
            The Art Club encourages people to sell their work and collects 15% commission on all sales in Club sponsored venues.
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
