Description and Duties

Exhibition Chairperson
The Exhibition Chairperson will be in charge of hanging members’ paintings in the Pine Room and the adjacent halls. It is the custom that this is done on the first Tuesday of the appropriate month at 9:00 AM.
The Chairperson will need a committee to check in the work, label them with cards listing name, medium price, etc. and decide where the new work is going to hang and then hang it. 
Artists will fill out a Registration for Exhibitions form listing each item they are exhibiting and sign the form which indicates the artist's liability.
Artists should be told when and where to pick up work that was previously shown. It is not the responsibility of the Chairperson to hold unclaimed work, but that is not usually a problem.

The change of paintings is done every month except January when the Clubhouse is closed for annual maintenance.
Instructions for Exhibiting Artwork

· All artwork is to be pre-registered for an exhibit. 

· Works must be properly framed and wired. The Exhibition committee will determine condition and suitability 

· 0nly paid-up members may exhibit work in the Clubhouse and Art Club sponsored events
· Sold artwork:  The artist must mark the painting as sold or replace the painting with another, and pay a commission of 15% to the Art Club Treasurer. 
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
