Description and Duties
Programs Director
 

 

 

1. Arrange for monthly programs that will be interesting and informative for members of the Wildwood Art Club. It is preferable for programs to vary in type of presentation (lecture, demonstrations, etc.) and type of media discussed / demonstrated (watercolor, pastel, sculpture, crafts, etc.). 

 

2. It is recommended that the Programs Director meet with all potential presenters well in advance in order to discuss and agree upon the "whats" and "hows" of the presentations. (attach Letter to Presenters)

 

3.  Presentations should be planned to last 1-1/2 hours with a 10 minute break after approximately 45 minutes. 

 

4.  A minimum of one or two field trips per year is recommended. Some suggestions for these trips are: Crocker Museum and local artists who have studios that can accommodate 30+ people. 
 
 

5.  The Programs Director must ensure that the Reporter and the Easel FAX Editor receive biographical information on the presenter/program at least one month prior to the activity so that they can put the information into the various publications. 
6.  The Programs Director needs to call the presenters into the gate prior to their arrival and meet them at the Club House by 9:00am to help get any materials set up.   A few days ahead of the meeting, arrange with Public Works Dept. for set-up of tables and chairs for the meeting.

Also, this position is responsible for introducing the presenter and a brief biography & description of their program to the audience. 

 

7. The Program Director is expected to give the presenter a check** at the conclusion of the program (which you get in advance from the Treasurer) and is expected to join the President and the guest speaker for lunch in the Club House.  The Presenter’s lunch will be paid for by the Art Club.
 
And the most important thing about this position is that it is interesting and fun. 

Note: there are no programs during the months of July and December. 

 

 

Fees for Speakers - Revised March 2002 

Local presenters, including Art Club members - local presenters are anyone living in Lake Wildwood : 

Local presenters, including Art Club members will be paid $75.00 for each presentation, lecture, and/or demonstration when he/she is the only person presenting at a meeting. 

For 2 or more presenters at a single meeting, a total of $100.00 will be paid. 

 

Outside Wildwood Presenters: 
Each presenter, living outside Lake Wildwood , will be paid $75.00 for each presentation, lecture, and/or demonstration when he/she is the only person presenting at a meeting. 

For 2 or more outside presenters at a single meeting, a total of $100.00 will be paid. 

Exceptions: 

Any exceptions to the above must be approved by the Board. 
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
